0 Turn left out of Viewfield Cottage and take your 
first right onto the B7052 / Sorbie

2.75 At T-junction turn right onto the A746 / 
Whithorn

3.15 Turn left onto Main Street – B7052 / Sorbie 
Parish Church

5.28 Turn left / Garlieston, for Galloway House or 
Garlieston Harbour viewpoints. Galloway House 
is right at the crossroads, before you enter 
Garlieston

See Galloway House 
and Garlieston 
Harbour

5.28 Turn right / Isle of Whithorn
 Left on the B7063 / Isle of Whithorn See Cruggleton 

Church in the field 
on your left.
Enjoy sea views.

Turn right onto Main Street and follow the road 
to the car park at the harbour. 

Beyond the harbour, 
see St Ninians 
Chapel and the 
Cairn
Eat – The Steam 
Packet.

0 Leave Main Street, Isle of Whithorn
3.23 At T-junction turn left onto the A746
4.81 Turn right onto the A747
12.05 At roundabout take the 1st exit onto the A747 /  

Glenluce / Stranraer
Enjoy sea views.

24.67 At T-junction turn left onto the A75 / Stranraer
27.54 Turn left onto the B7084, then merge onto the 

B7084 / Portpatrick
29.84 Turn left onto the B7084 / Sandhead / 

Drummore
33.44 At T-junction turn left onto the A716 Drummore 

/ Sandhead

45.47 Bear left
46 Follow the signs to the Mull of Galloway. See breathtaking

0 Ride back out of the Mull of Galloway
0.6 Bear right onto the B7041
1.82 Turn left onto the B7065 / Port Logan
6.29 Arrive in Port Logan
8.25 Branch left, then merge onto the A716
12.8 Turn left onto the B7042 / Portpatrick
18.82 At T-junction turn left ont the A77 / Portpatrick
20.94 Continue forward onto the A77(M)
20.95 Bear right onto South Crescent / Portpatrick See. The harbour – 

it’s beautiful!
Eat. The Waterfront

0 Leave Portpatrick Harbour
0.02 Turn right onto the A77(M) and follow
5.57 At T-junction turn left onto the A77 / Stranraer
7.22 At mini-roundabout continue forward on A77
7.36 At roundabout take 2nd exit onto the A77 / 

Town Centre
Fuel: Morrisons – 
Stranraer

7.59 At crossroads turn right onto Edinburgh Rd/ A77
8.01 At crossroads continue on the A77 /  Ayr
8.13 At T-junction turn right onto the A77 / Ayr
33.46 Warning – fixed speed cameras
36.32 At Shallochpark Roundabout take the 1st exit 

onto the A77 – view 500m on left of Ailsa Craig

Trool – signposted from Glen Trool village 
+3miles

See. Loch Trool and 
Bruce’s Stone. Abso-
lutely fantastic

27.28 Turn right Dumfries / Stranraer / Wigtown

28.76 At T-junction turn left onto the A75 Dumfries / 
Wigtown

29.4 At roundabout take the 3rd exit onto the A714 / 
Wigtown

34.67 Turn right onto the B7005 / Port William / B7085

37.58 Turn right onto the B7085 / Whauphill / Port
